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Definition of crimes

According to Oxford Dictionary of Law, a crime is defined as an act (or sometimes a
failure to act) that is deemed by statute or by the common law to be a public wrong and is therefore
punishable by the state in criminal proceedings.

Here are other definitions of a crime:

e aviolation of a law in which there is injury to the public or a member of the public

and a term in jail or prison, and/or a fine as possible penalties

e a wrong that the government has determined is injurious to the public and that may
therefore be prosecuted in a criminal proceeding (Dictionary of Legal Terms)

As seen in the definition, a crime is characterized by the violation of law with injurious
consequences to the public and punishable by the state.
The modern tendency is to refer to crimes as offences.

Classification of crimes

In the US, crimes are divided into:

1. Felonies

A felony is a serious crime, punishable by imprisonment for more than one year or by death
or imprisonment generally. Felonies are usually more serious crimes.

2. Misdemeanors

A misdemeanor is a less serious crime, therefore it is sanctioned by less severe penalties
(imprisonment for one year or less).

3. Treason

Treason is a third class of crime. It is the offence whereby a US citizen attempts by overt
acts to overthrow or seriously harm the United States as a nation.

In the UK, the distinction between felonies and midemeanours persisted until 1967. At
present, according to the type of trial, offences are commonly divided into:

a) indictable offences

An indictable offence is a more serious offence that may be tried on indictment, i.e. by jury
in the Crown Court. The word “indictment” refers to the formal document that lists the charges for
which the person is to be tried.

A person guilty of such an offence is liable to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 10
years.

b) summary offences

A summary offence is an offence that can be tried summarily, i.e. before magistrates. It is a
minor offence.

The document containing the charges is called the ‘information’.

c) offences which are triable “either way”

An either-way offence is a crime that may be tried as an indictable offence or a summary
offence. Thus, the accused may choose to have the case tried by the magistrates or before a judge
and jury.
