In the economy of the editions of the colloquium on the RECEPTION
OF GRECO-LATIN ANTIQUITY IN THE EUROPEAN CULTURES, we
consider that the 15th edition with the theme of Romanization and integration
in the Roman Empire represents the most comprehensive edition for the
symbolism of the title of the colloquium mentioned above.

ROMANIAN ORTHODOX ICONOGRAPHY of Mrs. Carmen Balteanu,
Doctor in the history of art, in which the audience discovered interesting data
about Romanization through art and religion, the work of Dr. Mariana Ene on
the ROMAN GODDESSES IN DACIA and their impact on the faith of the
Dacians, and last but not least, the study of Mr. Dr. Panagiotis Asimopoulos,
amicus veteranus of our colloquium with the work of His Lordship:
TRANSMISSION OF SECRET MILITARY MESSAGES BY THE ROMAN
INTELLIGENCE SERVICE which demonstrated once more the modernity
and actuality of Rome through what it created even today.

So, all these studies an articles dedicated to the theme of the 15th edition
of the International Colloquium RECEPTION OF GRECO-LATIN
ANTIQUITY IN EUROPEAN CULTURES highlighted once more the model
that Rome still offers to all humanity today, through all its institutional
creations. Romanization was also the first globalization avant la lettre, but a
globalization of Rome in the subject provinces, not a wild exploitation of
them. Of course, Rome exploited its provinces for raw materials and
resources, but transformed them into small Romes, integrating them into its
vast empire by exporting the Roman way of life. Rome exploited the gold,
the salt, the forests of Dacia and all the other resources, but built them cities,
roads, viaducts, aqueducts, temples, offered them a way of life, gave them a
language, an education, a profession, integrating them especially in the army,
travel opportunities in the Roman world.

Rome was and unfortunately remained alone, a great power that
civilized after colonizing, that’s why it was possible to integrate everyone into
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Great Rome, which from a fortress became a world precisely by sharing its
way of life.

Romanization was initially done by the most capable elements, with
impeccable education and training. Dacia was a model of success, because
here came even the emperor and the headquarters of the elite troops of the
Roman army, accompanied by architects, people of culture, merchants,
teachers, but especially by secret agents, ability to convince subjects to adopt
the way of Roman life and thinking, which would transform into Romans
those who were their enemies, sharing with them the territory with all the
conveniences they conquered. Romanization was the most admirable process
of sharing (integration) the civilizing power of the Eternal City, thus
constituting precisely the raw material of this eternity. A// roads lead to Rome
is a valid maxim even today as a model to refer to, but also a certainty of the
fact that Rome was a faber of civilization, building physically but also
mentally those roads.

ABSTRACT

To a remarkable extent the legendary dominance of the armed forces of the Roman
Empire rests on their exemplary structure which is inextricably intertwined with both the
thorough training of the elite fighters and the innovative equipment of the military units.

Undoubtedly, it is not possible to disregard the catalytic contribution of inspirational
leaders who, due to their unparalleled psycho-spiritual virtues, occupy a prominent place
among the all-time leading Strategists.

More specifically, shrewd commanders realized the deterministic correlation of the
unimpeded achievement of the set war goals and the idealized reincarnation of their high
individual ambitions, emphasize the careful collection of information data and their
coordinated transmission to their direct subordinates or to their hierarchically superior
partners. They reasonably did not attempt to engage without the admirable consideration of
current evidence to which they had access during the methodical preparation of the
expeditionary force. But even during the evolutionary phases of the bloody conflicts, they
adopted the deliberate inclusion of the received reports in the volatile developments of the
geopolitical palimpsest. Otherwise, they would be perceived as naive warmongers, but also
as dangerous utopians.

This paper succinctly outlines how Roman politico-military mechanism leverages
reliable actors and utilitarian practices, so as to communicate with due security the points of
excellence and the vulnerable sides of the spied person or the impending target.

KEY WORDS: Rome, intelligence service, espionage, military, signalling.

1. Remarkable ancient authors and the Roman military espionage

Throughout time the military activities are identified with integral
manifestations of Roman society. Actually, they illuminate war traditions,
while reflecting fundamental aspects of defence strategy and offensive
organization: on the one hand, the combat readiness of the allies is
maintained, on the other hand, the geographical boundaries of the empire are
expanded in geometrical proportion[1].

Acclaimed scholars focus on interpreting key issues related to ancient
Rome’s manpower, logistics, and strategic achievements. However, the
incomplete approach to military intelligence[2], although it has been evolving
for seven centuries, comes as an impressive surprise.

It reasonably appears in the 3rd century BC, when the expansionist
policy and the diplomatic orgasm of the rising superpower result in the
Carthaginian Wars[3]; it is intensified due to the dynamic presence of the
Romans in the Mediterranean arena; it reaches its great climax in the 4th
century AD: then the battle-hardened legions have significant success in
defending the ever-changing borders of the empire which will eventually
collapse in the West, while in the East it will be transformed into the glorious
Byzantine Empire.

Greek researchers and Latin historians serve as impeccable witnesses
and authentic sources for the Roman intelligence system, the inspired creation
and the unparalleled operation of its counterintelligence:

Dionysius of Halicarnassus in the 20 books of Roman Antiquities
(Popaixkn Apyororoyio) describes the Roman history from its primordial
origins to the First Punic War (264 BC - 241 BC). He is particularly interested
in international relations, embassy missions, intercommunal agreements, but
also diplomatic espionage;

Titus Livius and his monumental historical work From the Founding
of the City (Ab urbe condita) deal with the earliest legends of Rome before its
traditional founding in 753 BC through the reign of Augustus in Livy’s own
lifetime. Although in the 35 surviving books out of a total of 142 books his
writing is not characterized by its military nature and is rightly subject to
strong criticism, the issue of espionage is detected in at least 70 passages. He
provides us with evidence of the psychosomatic qualities necessary in scouts,
while describing diplomatic actions, as well as tactical reconnaissance
performed by cavalry units or individual soldiers;

well-travelled Polybius with his forty-volume Histories (lotopiat)
covers the period from 264 BC to 146 BC. As a military adviser he travels
through Greece, Italy and Egypt. In order to obtain reliable material for his
historiography, he makes voyages to Libya, Iberia and Gaul. With admirable
determination he crosses the Alps to study the impressive route of Hannibal,
while he systematically repeats the military doctrine of the pioneer strategist
Aeneas Tacticus. Furthermore, he focuses on the harsh espionage conflict
between Rome and Carthage and underlines the major importance of such
activities to the unimpeded realization of their secret plans;

Appian of Alexandria compiles the Roman History (Popaikd) in 24
books. It is a unique work in which the Greek historian with Roman
citizenship describes the civil conflicts and the geographical areas where they
take place. He also conducts a detailed evaluation of military commanders.
The information provided is not essential, as we already know it from his
distinguished predecessors. In addition to the names of ships involved in
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
